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To start the game, press the key and select Building
Perspective and then press [ENTER].

The building perspective game asks you to view L |_BEH|_ k

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Your goal is to enter the size of each building without the EACE
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The soft keys allow you to move about your set of L LIS k
buildings. By pressing the view softkey, you change Ettli %
the side from which you view the buildings. Use what B E ;EEE H
you have already seen to confirm answers and then g :I FRONT |
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Think about what you have seen and how you answer
as you move around. In this example, how many of
the buildings will you see directly?
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There is a hide softkey. This allows you to see
behind the buildings in front of you. This only hides
the building side where you have your cursor.
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You can also compare your answer to the complete
answer. You want to wait until you are done to get an
accurate response.
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There is also an option to compare only one side at a
time. You can use this to check only part of you
answer
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
